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Student Health  
The week before half term we saw a small rise in the number of students who were 
off school with illness. Over the half term holiday, we have heard from the other 
three International schools in our area and in Bangkok, that they have also seen a 
rise in the number of students off ill as well. Some are with flu like symptoms and 
others with various other bugs (headaches, vomiting and diarrhoea).  
 
During half term, one St Andrews family had a positive test for H1N1. They have 
now all received medical treatment, are recovering well and will return to school 
when the doctor agrees they are fit and healthy again.  The medical authorities are 
predicting that a third and final wave of flu cases, will emerge over the next month or 
so. Although much of the hype around H1N1 has now faded away, we still encour-
age parents to seek proper medical advice if they are displaying any symptoms. 
 
Hopefully, with our students now well rested after the half term holiday, we will not 
see an increase in illness. However, the school will continue to monitor this very 
closely. We have, over the holidays, ensured all teaching areas have been well 
cleaned and as a continuing precaution, we will also increase our daily cleaning re-
gime during the school day until this next phase passes.  
 
Students are encouraged to stay healthy by ensuring they have plenty of rest, drink 
sufficient fluids and regularly wash their hands. Parents are asked not to send chil-
dren to school if they are not well and to seek appropriate medical advice. Please 
keep the school informed if your child is off sick. School will monitor students and 
any who aren’t well will be sent to the nurse and then arrangements made to get 
them home.
