Building upon their knowledge of endangered species and causes of extinction, the 24 students 
were involved in a wide array of activities including multiple zoo tours, a night safari, animal preservation team activi-
ties and animal tracking.  Endowed with an already increasing sense of personal responsibility and a desire to make 
a difference, they strengthened their resolve to help become part of the solution to global species endangerment.  
Upon their departure from the zoo, students learned to appreciate the majesty of nature, internalized the need for 
personal accountability and came together to experience the power of group persuasion.  These are the types of ex-
periences that will help children develop an innate empathy for the world around them and begin their lifelong jour-
ney towards preserving the environment.  Armed with this information and understanding, each Year Five student 
has the ability and the opportunity to positively influence the future preservation of currently endangered species – 
and ultimately, makes a lasting difference!
