
 

 

A Successful Accreditation Visit 
 
Last week the school received a joint inspection visit by Sor Mor Sor (the Thai 
Accreditation body) and CfBT/WES (an International Accreditation team). This 
inspection came at the end of a year long ‘self study’ undertaken by the school. 
During this time the school focused on all of our education related activities, as well as 
student standards and well being. 
 
A total of four inspectors were in the school; watching lessons, interviewing students, 
looking through their work and assessing the standard of progress made by our 
students. They also took time to meet with parents from different sections of the 
school and from different nationalities. The team went through in great detail and 
reviewed the school’s polices, procedures and plans for further development and 
improvement. 
 
Although the CfBT/WES inspection was an international inspection, it follows a very 
similar pattern to the inspections carried out on all UK schools (Ofsted Inspections). 
The Sor Mor Sor inspection also focused on our Thai studies and culture course. 
 
The inspectors have finalised their reports and submitted them to their respective 
Boards for approval. The verbal feedback we received at the end of the week was 
very positive and encouraging. We now eagerly await the official confirmation of their 
findings before we can celebrate this with you.

The school had 22 new students starting at school this term. I would like to extend a 
warm welcome to them and their families. I am sure you will all feel at home at St 
Andrews. 
 

New Library  
 
I am pleased to report that our new library building is progressing well and is currently 
on schedule to be completed by early August, ready for the start of the new school 
year.
