H1N1 
Last week I attended the International Schools of Thailand meeting in Bangkok. 
During this meeting we received a presentation from experts on the current state of 
H1N1 flu virus. Although things seem relatively quiet for now, most seem to be in 
agreement we will see an increase in cases during the months of Oct, Nov and Dec. 
Although the virus isn’t considered any more fatal than many other forms of flu at 
present, it is highly contagious and easily spread. Both I.S.E. and The Regents have 
informed us they currently have students out of school with suspected cases of H1N1. 
We will of course inform parents if we have any cases at St Andrews. So far we are 
comfortable that we are following all of the relevant guidelines, with cleaning and 
students regularly washing hands being the best forms of protection. We urge all 
parents to seek appropriate medical advice if they suspect their child isn’t well. 
 

Training Day for Teachers 
On the 21st September, St Andrews 
Schools (Rayong and Bangkok 
campuses) and ISE hosted a joint 
professional development day. With over 
a 180 teachers present and twenty five 
workshops being run, our teachers were 
able to further explore new ideas and 
share expertise.

Year 3 Collecting Reusable 
Materials 

Year 10 students celebrate 
early success 

This year a number of year 10 students at St Andrews 
International School, Rayong sat some IGCSEs a year 
early. All of the year 10s eligible to sit English as a Sec-
ond Language took their IGCSE achieving 100% pass 
rate at A*-C, of the 17 students taking the exams there 
were 6 A*/As, 4 Bs and 7 C’.  Also some of the keen 
Maths students who hope to go on to do Higher Level 
Maths sat their IGCSE a year early. 9 students sat the 
exam with 4 of them gaining an A* and the other 5 get-
ting an A grade, all of those gaining an A grade missed 
out on A* by 3% or less. One student actually managed 
to achieve 100% on one of the papers! Some  students 
also sat French exams in first or second language and 
they gained 3 A*/A and 3 Cs. So overall our year 10 
students achieved 100% pass rate at A*- C grade with a 
total of 18 A*/A’s, 4 B’s and 11 Cs. 
 
Well done to all those students, St Andrews are very 

proud of your achievements.

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Year 3 are currently studying a unit entitled ‘Reduce, 
Reuse, Recycle’.  Last Wednesday we went on a visit to 
Ban Change landfill site to answer the children’s ques-
tion of ‘Where does all the rubbish go?’ 
 
We discovered where some of it went and found out 
that a great deal of our waste can be recycled. We are 
discussing what is reused or recycled in their homes, 
and at school, and encouraging the children to think 
about reducing what they use or throw away.

people living and working on the landfill site.  They have 

decided to think of ways that they can help these peo-

Year 3 Trip to the Tip Assemblies in Early Years 
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The Dek Dee Centre 
 
Today Dek Dee is a fantastic success and is bursting 
with over 45 happy kids. They enjoy a fun, play based 
educational program that is appropriate for their age. 
Drop in to the centre and you will typically see children 
listening to a story, singing as a group, playing outside 
on equipment, celebrating a birthday, exercising, eating, 
having a nap followed by a shower – all healthy activi-
ties for 2 to 4 year olds! 
 
Dek Dee Student Sponsorship 
 
Dek Dee is now focusing on establishing long-term fi-
nancial sustainability. One off donations were only 
enough to establish the centre. 
 
Parents pay 30 baht per day for their child to attend. Of 
this, 25 baht covers the proportion of food and electricity 
required for the student. The remaining 5 baht is put 
aside in a savings account and is returned to the child’s 
family upon “graduation” to school at age 4 ½.  
 
How do I sponsor a child? 
 
At St Andrews we are encouraging each class or form 
to club together and sponsor a child. Money can be 
brought to school in a labeled envelope and handed to 
your child’s form tutor or class teacher. 300 or 400 baht 
from each child in a class should provide enough 
money to pay for the entire year’s schooling at Dek 
Dee! (6000 baht). 
 
We will be collecting throughout the month of October.

As part of our IB CAS programme, we are building links 
with The Camillian Social Centre, Rayong. This is a 
home for children living with HIV/AIDS, as well as a pal-
liative treatment centre for adults in the chronic stages 
of the disease. We are hoping to develop a long-term 
mutually beneficial relationship with the centre. Later 
this term we shall be running an AIDS/HIV Awareness 
Week (from Monday 30th November to Friday 4th De-
cember), with an assembly aimed at educating children 
about this disease and dispelling the myriad myths 
which surround it. Educators from The Camillian Centre 
have offered to conduct sessions for our children whilst 
hosting a visit to the centre itself. 
 
The first and most obvious thing we can do as a com-
munity is to establish a collection of items they regularly 
need. This will free up other money – all of which is do-
nation-based (the centre receives no government fund-
ing) – for staffing and other running costs. Because of 
the intense care ratios required, the costs for each child 
in the centre is about 12,000 baht a month. Collecting 
basic foodstuffs and hygiene items will go a long way to 
helping out. 
 
We would like, therefore, to collect the following items: 

• Rice 

• Tinned foods 

• Nappies/diapers 

• Soy milk (not cow’s milk) 

• Toothbrushes and toothpaste 

• Baby shampoo and soap 
 
All of these items can be sent into school with your child 
and handed to their form tutor or class teacher. We will 
be running the collection from Monday 26th October to 
Tuesday 1st December (World AIDS Day) so that some 
of our older children can deliver the items when they 
visit the centre themselves. 
 
Our thanks for your support, not only directly for chil-
dren less fortunate than your own, but also for acting as 
positive role models by taking a positive step in commu-
nity service. If you would like to help more directly with
